Edward Barber and Jay Osgerby met at the Royal College of Art in London. In 1996, they 
opened their design studio in the same city. They rose to the top of the international design 
scene within a few years, working with clients such as Knoll, Cappellini, B&B Italia, Sony, 
Swarovski and Vitra. Today, their work is displayed in limited series, exhibitions and in hotel 
architecture.

In 2011, the Barber Osgerby design practice expanded into other divisions: the Universal 
Design Studio, specializing in interior design, and MAP, an office for strategic design devel-
opment. Since then, they have focused on the intersections between industrial design, furni-
ture design and architecture, with tremendous success. Their work has received awards from 
numerous international trade magazines. The designers themselves have been awarded the 
title “Royal Designer for Industry” and received the “Order of the British Empire”.

The work of Barber Osgerby is diverse and always 
user-oriented. Over the course of their 25-year 

collaboration, they have produced breakthroughs  
for a variety of prestigious clients.

Edward Barber and Jay Osgerby are a highly acclaimed creative pair that exemplify the 
idea of interaction design. The approach stands for the user’s interaction with the product —
what he sees, hears and needs. This art of design has also led to international public com-
missions, including the creation of the Olympic Torch 2012 and the design of a two-pound 
coin for the Royal Mint, both of which feature crucial haptic details. Barber Osgerby collab-
orated with AXOR to realize interaction design within the bathroom. In 2015, the AXOR 
One shower collection made its debut at the London Design Festival.

Philippe Starck is one of the most celebrated designers and 
architects of our time.

The first French-
man ever to be asked to talk at the renowned TED Conferences, Starck 
was awarded the Knight of the Legion of Honor in 2000.

One 
example: the apartments within the Elbphilharmonie building in Ham-
burg.
